Spinal Cord Injury & Other Neurological Conditions Research Grants

The New South Wales Government’s Spinal Cord Injury & Other Neurological Conditions Research Grants
Program, launched by the New South Wales Premier, The Hon Bob Carr MP, in January 2003, is intended to
promote research into spina cord injury and other neurological conditions.

Under the Program, applications for funding are sought for the following:

Resear ch Program Grants

Applications for Research Program Grants are sought from researchers and/or research teams both within Australia
and overseas to establish aresearch program in New South Wales, Australia. From atotal of $7 million for
Program Grant funding, up to four Program Grants will be awarded. Program Grants will be available to support
research programs, led by established senior researchers, which have the potential to impact upon spina cord
injury and other neurological conditions. An individual Program Grant will not exceed $2.5 million over four years
and must be substantially expended within NSW.

Research Project Grants

Applications for research project grants are sought from post-doctoral researchersin New South Wales within
eight yearsreceipt of aPhD. In theinaugural funding round, up to two Project Grants of up to $200,000 will be
awarded.

Travel Scholarships

Applications are sought from PhD studentsin New South Wales for travel scholarshipsto present research at
international conferences/ institutions and to visit overseas laboratories or centres of excellence. Up to three
scholarships of up to $10,000 are available in this funding round.
